5 The sugar business of the Company is seasonal in nature wherein sugar cane crushing normaly takes place during the period between October to May, while sales takes place throughout the year. Accordingly, the performance of the Company varies from quarter to quarter. 

&  Hon'ble National Company Law Tribunal, Mumbai vide its order dated April 12, 2024 approved the scheme of amalgamation of Zuari Sugar and Power 
Limited (Wholly Owned Subsidiary) with Zuari Industries Limited. The Scheme is effective from the appointed date i.e. April 1, 2022 but operative from the 
effective date i April 30, 2024. 
In view of the scheme of amalgamation, the comparative figures for the quarter and nine months period ended Dec 31, 2024 have been restated in 
accordance with the aforesaid scheme and Indian Accounting Standard (IND AS) - 103 - Business Combination to include the results of the Company and 
its subsidiary as per "Pooling of Interest method".

a) Mangalore Chemicals & Fertiizers Limited (MCFL), a subsidairy of Zuari Agro Chemicals Limited, during the year ended 31.03.2021 had recognized urea 
subsidy income of INR 29.14 crores without benchmarking its cost of production using naphtha with that of gas-based urea manufacturing units recently 
converted to natural gas, as notified by the Department of Fertiizers (DoF) for subsidy income computation, against which MCFL has filed writ petition 
against the DoF before the Hon'ble High Court of Delhi (DHC). Pending finalization of the wit petition before the DHC, the management of the subsidiary, 
based on legal opinion and considering the fact that the energy cost is always a pass through in subsidy computation, believes that artificial 
benchmarking s arbitrary and discriminatory and is confident of realization of the aforesaid subsidy income.

Post implementation of the proposed scheme of arrangement, MCFL will be amalgamated with into Paradeep Phosphates Limited and MCFL will stand dissolved without winding up.
